Programme

creepy crawlies experience and a tshirt upcycling workshop.  

Elsewhere we have a number of rolling programmes across 

venues, with a variety of sports, arts and crafts and talks to dip 

in and out of to get a taste of everything 3Gen has to offer. 

For those who want to discuss, listen and learn, sessions include 

covering big questions such as ‘Why does God allow suffering?’ 

and ‘Where do I see myself in the Bible?’ which explores the 

relationship between marginalized groups and the Bible.  

We have workshops on protesting for the things you care about, 

as well as discussions on poverty, the power of money, and a 

chance for the young people of 3Generate to put themselves 

forward as Prime Minister and share their plans for the country! 

 
In addition to a packed schedule in existing venues, we 

now have an expanded 4-7s area, so even the younger 

members of our community can enjoy 3Generate. This will 

include a soft-play double decker bus, sports tournaments, 

mini climbing wall, and a circus skills workshops amongst 

many more interactive sessions and activities.
